CIC: Convention Industry Council.  An umbrella association for convention industry associations, of which Meeting Professionals International is a member.
CLC:  Chapter Leadership Conference.  Held once a year for the purpose of educating MPI chapter leaders in their portfolios.  Usually, 3 members of the chapter Board are paid for by MPI head office to come down, and other members are encouraged to attend for a small fee.  CLC is usually held in April for 3 days.
CLF:  Chapter Leadership Forum.  A leadership education session held for chapter leaders and/or members immediately prior to the start of the PEC and WEC.  Registration is complimentary.

CMM:  Certification in Meeting Management.   MPI’s Global CMM program is the first university-supported global professional designation for senior-level meeting professionals which focuses on management issues that are critical to advancement in the meeting industry. Throughout the residency and post-residency portions, attendees are led through exercises designed to promote strategic thinking and leadership.
CMP:  Certified Meeting Professional.  A tactical program supported by MPI but run by the Convention Industry Council.

The Executive Committee is composed of six elected officers, the President/CEO who serves at the pleasure of the Board, and the Chairwoman of the MPI Brand Development Group who serves ex officio. Each Board member serves as a liaison to a committee or council.

MPI:  Meeting Professionals International.  MPI is the global authority and resource for the meeting industry. PEC:  Professional Education Conference.  One of three international conferences held by MPI, the PEC typically occurs in late January/early February at a location in North America.

ROI:  Return on Investment (or Involvement).  The tangible return in money, professional development, etc. that is received as a benefit of membership.  Also the direct financial return to an organization as a result of an individual’s job (for example, the financial return to a company due to a meeting professional organizing an educational or other event).
SGMP:  Society of Government Meeting Professional

SITE:  Society of Incentive and Travel Excellence
WEC:  World Education Congress.  Typically the largest of the three MPI conferences, the WEC is normally held in late July/early August in a North American location.

WLI:  Women’s Leadership Initiative.  The Women’s Leadership Initiative is a grassroots effort to provide research, education, mentoring and networking for and about women in the meeting industry. Its mission is to be an agent of change for women aspiring to leadership.
